3. Business:

a,  Dr. Varian provided current information from OARRS for prescribing in Logan County. Four charts comparing Logan County with other counties were provided and discussed. Higher prescribing counties shared higher rates of uninsured and Medicaid enrollment, higher rates of unemployment, high prevalence of chronic disease such as diabetes & arthritis, higher rates of those on disability, higher suicide rates and larger percentage on non-hispanic whites. He will continue to communicate this information to the medical staff. 
b. Dr. Varian distributed and discussed articles “Scrambling for innovative ways to stop opioid overdose deaths” and “An old treatment becomes new again. But does it work?”

c. Syringe exchange packet was distributed and discussed. Dr. Varian stated that the local health 
agencies must involve local law enforcement officials and prosecutors, community addiction services 
providers, persons in recovery, local alcohol drug addiction & mental health service board, 
representatives of city, villages & townships, local residents involved in community assessments. The 
health district must establish a blood born infectious disease prevention program. If the health board 
does not agree with the plan then the plan will probably be at a standstill. Dr. Varian has continued to try 
reach Brad Ellis from Allen County but has been unsuccessful. Tammy Gump spoke to Sheriff Dodds and he said that he is not a fan of needle exchange but would not stop it. Tammy Allison received a similar response from the Bellefontaine police chief. The officers are opposed to it. The chief stated he would not stop the program.  Both would like to learn more about the program. Tammy Allison and Tammy Gump will send them a copy of the packet Dr. Varian provided. They will also ask if they would like to attend the next committee meeting. Mitzi stated she would like Jan Rhades from CCI to present the Lunch & Learn she presented at Mary Rutan a couple weeks ago regarding addiction to the police departments.  Tammy Allison suggested bringing Dr. Landers back for another presentation to the community. Dr. Varian will contact Tammy Nichol for assistance with this.
d.  Kay reported that the new HepC numbers rose significantly in June. She stated that it is due to Community Health & Wellness partners doing more HepC testing. She will request numbers for current HepC positives that are not new.
e.  Jan asked about August 31st being National Overdose awareness day and providing Narcan use training. Kay stated she is not trained in Narcan information. Mel will have her pharmacy interns do some research on local Narcan trainers and how it is done. Tammy Allison asked how an event like this would be marketed. Mel suggested utilizing Community Health & Wellness Partners. Dr. Varian will mention it at the CORE meeting. Mel stated that the board of pharmacy must be contacted for stipulations on training. Jan will call places that have done such trainings for information.
f. Tammy Allison shared numbers from the Mary Rutan Hospital Family Birth Center which reflect babies born to moms who are users:  2014 – 2; 2015 – 6; 2016 – 7; 2017 – 0 through May. Tammy stated that they do not test all moms only those that are suspicious are tested. The MOMS program is focused on getting moms controlled while they are pregnant and getting them into treatment.
